
Mini-guide to the Danish 
Railway Museum, 2009

INDOORS

Museum Hall: this is where you fi nd the large 
locomotives and carriages.

On the balcony overlooking the Museum Hall, you 
can follow the development of railways in Denmark 
from the beginning up to the present. 
The exhibition starts by the stairway leading up from 
Track 14. The balcony level also has a play area, model 
railways and computers with train simulation, as well as 
a café, which is open in the peak season. The balcony 
is accessed via a lift at the Museum Entrance and via 

several stairways. 

OUTDOORS

On the forecourt, you can enjoy your picnic and this 
is also where children and adults can ride minitrains.

Dronning Louises Station has more locomotives 
and carriages. This is where our special activities take 
place, such as rides on vintage trains and T-trolleys on 
special dates.



Minitrain, almost daily: free rides for children and adults. Either outdoors (boarding on the 
forecourt) or indoors (boarding at Track 1, by the glass wall). See the bulletin board at the 
entrance or ask at the ticket counter.

Access to carriages and locomotives: - permitted if doors are open and not cordoned off. 
Mind your step and be careful!

Play areas: on the balcony where you can build your own trains using DUPLO blocks.

Computers: on the balcony with train games and train simulation.

Model railways: free to use at the push of a button. In summer, there is also an outdoor garden 
railway at Tracks 13 and 14.

Easter, 9–13 April: motor vintage train runs to Tommerup. Dep. Odense St. 10.40, 12.40 and 
14.40. Tickets sold at the Museum.

Danish public holiday, 7–10 May, Thomas Trains, 9 a.m. to 4 p.m. Special price.

Whit weekend, 30 May – 1 June: vintage train runs to Fruens Bøge with performance en route 
by ’Tidens Samling’. Dep. Odense St 10.38,12.38 and 14.38. Tickets sold at the Museum.

Father’s Day, 5 June: A child may bring his/her father to the museum free of charge. Vintage 
train at the museum: free once you have paid the entrance fee. Vintage bus to Beldringe Airport: 
tickets sold at the Museum. 

Summer, 27 June – 21 August: Vintage train rides at the Museum from about 11 a.m. to 3.30 
p.m. T-trolley and minitrain rides: 11 a.m. – 4 p.m. Vintage train, T-trolley and minitrain rides are 
free, once you have paid the entrance fee.

Autumn mid-term break, 12–18 October, 10 a.m.-5 p.m.: Vintage train rides at the Museum, mini-
train rides, adventure trip with competition for children: everything is free once you have paid the 
entrance fee. Long vintage train, Odense–Nyborg: dep. 10.25 and 14.25, tickets sold at the Museum.

DAILY 

SPECIAL ACTIVITIES
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Follow the numbers at the 19 railway tracks on the ground fl oor. 
The play area, café and permanent exhibition are located on the balcony [blue colour].

Museum Hall
In principle, the exhibition at Tracks 1–15 is set up in chronological order, but the chronological progression is 
interrupted along the way by a number of special themes.

OVERVIEW
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Tracks 2–5: some of the oldest preserved 
locomotives and carriages in Denmark, such as 

the H40, called ’Jacob’, built by Stephenson & Son
 in 1868.

➜

The large snowplough is from 1869. 
➜

Our oldest carriages date from the 1850s 
and 1860s.

➜

Track 1 presents a special fl at truck for transporting 
military matériel, such as a Leopard tank (on display 
for only part of 2009). ➜

’Gamle Ole’ (OL 2), from 1869, our oldest 
operational locomotive. ➜

One of our fi nest treasures is the G 78, a freight train 
locomotive from 1875. ➜
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The blue dining car on Track 6 belonged to 
the Wagons-Lits company and was stationed 

in Denmark from 1949 to 1963. There are 
theme exhibitions about Wagons-Lits and 

the Orient Express near the dining car.

Track 8: theme exhibition about omnibuses, 
with a 21-person ’Triangel’ omnibus, built in Odense 

by De forenede Automobilfabriker in 1935.
➜

Track 5: a train with a double-decker carriage and 
locomotive which could have conveyed a party on 
the way back from an outing in the woods near 
Copenhagen, c. 1900. There is access to the upper 
deck and a compartment. 

Between Tracks 5 and 6: Slotsløkken Station with 
an 1890s environment. A train with third-, second- and 
fi rst-class compartments, including the Stephenson 
locomotive from 1869 and an elegant saloon car. The 
second class section has a special saloon for refi ned 
ladies. Several compartments are open to visitors. 

➜

Tracks 6 and 7: some of the largest steam engines 
that have operated in Denmark – the P 931 (1910) 
and the E 994 (1950).➜

Tracks 9 and 10: the large diesel locomotives 
MX 132 (1932) and MY1112 (1956). Visitors can 
access the driver’s cab of the MY1112, where 
a trip across Funen c. 1966 is simulated.➜
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Track 12: theme exhibition about the S-train, 
Copenhagen’s commuter train system. Visitors can 

access the motor carriage of one of the fi rst S-trains, 
which was put into operation in 1934.

Outside Tracks 14 and 15: an outdoor garden 
railway on which large model trains run in 

the summer. Try your own hand at controlling 
the speed on a couple of the railways.

➜

Track 11: inside the carriage is an exhibition about 
ferries in Denmark. In the rooms beside the exhibition 
is our large collection of ferry models and a special 
exhibition about the Prins Christian, a steam ferry from 
1903 that had a special ladies’ saloon.➜

 

Tracks 13–15: special exhibition about the royal 
saloon carriages. The exhibition includes Frederik VII’s 
carriage from 1854, which ended up as a holiday 
cottage. Christian IX’s Zealand carriage from 1871. 
The elegant carriage from 1900 – used by Christian IX, 
Frederik VIII, Christian X and Crown Prince Frederik (IX) 
– and the carriage received by Christian X in 1937 and 
which was in use, by Frederik IX and then Margrethe II, 
until 2001.

Tracks 16–19: the exhibition here is often an 
’Open Depot’ featuring cars like the oldest carriage 
at the museum, a mail van from De sjællandske Baner 
(Zealand Railways) built in 1854, and the popular 
shunting engine, No. 57, seen by many Danes in the 
movie ’Olsenbanden på Sporet’ (The Olsen Gang on 
Track). 
Tracks 20–21: a workshop for locomotives and 
carriages. This area is not open to the public for 
safety reasons.

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On the balcony  

On the balcony overlooking the Museum Hall, you 
can trace the development of railways in 

Denmark from their beginnings in the UK around 
1800 up to the present in Denmark. The exhibition 

starts by the stairway leading up from Track 14.
➜

The balcony level also has a play area, model 
railways and computers with train simulation, 

as well as a café, which is open in the peak season. 
The balcony is accessed via a lift at the Museum 

Entrance and via several stairways.
➜

At the end of Dronning Louises Station is 
an area with equipment for servicing steam engines.

➜

The exhibition has scale models (1:10 and 1:20) of 
trains throughout this period of development.➜

Outdoors

Access to Dronning Louises Station at Tracks 14 
and 19. Several locomotives and carriages are located 
here, and in holiday periods there are a variety of 
activities such as rides on T-trolleys and vintage trains.➜
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F.A.Q. (Frequently Asked Questions): 

• What is the Danish Railway Museum?
The Museum presents the history of railways, 
trains, ferries and omnibuses in Denmark. The 
exhibitions and management are located in Odense. 
The Museum has departments in Copenhagen, 
Roskilde and Randers where carriages and engines 
are overhauled and refurbished. The Museum 
operates vintage trains throughout Denmark. The 
Museum’s history dates back to c. 1918. For many 
years, the Museum’s only exhibition was a display 
of small objects at DSB’s headquarters in Copen-
hagen. Since 1975, the Museum has exhibited 
carriages and locomotives in a roundhouse 
(built in 1954–1955) in Odense. The Museum 
– which today has an indoor exhibition space of 
approximately 5,000 m2 and a combined area of 
more than 22,000 m2 – is owned by DSB and is 
supported by grants from Rail Net Denmark.

• Does the Museum have a café?
Yes. The Museum’s café, located on the balcony level, 
is open in the peak season. The café sells coffee, tea 
and pastries, and simple dishes such as sausages and 
sandwiches, etc. When the café is closed it is possible 
to buy hot and cold beverages at the Museum. 
You can also leave the Museum to eat at one of the 
restaurants in Banegårdscentret (at Odense Station) 
across the street and then return to continue your 
visit on the same ticket.

• May we bring our own packed lunch and 
drinks to the museum?
Yes, you are very welcome. Eating areas: indoors by 
Tracks 6 and 7 and outdoors on the forecourt near 
the entrance/ticket counter. When the café on the 
balcony level is closed you are also welcome to eat 
your packed lunch in the café area.

• Is smoking permitted on the Museum’s 
grounds?
Indoors: no smoking anywhere. Outdoors: smoking is 
permitted.

• What are the conditions at the Railway 
Museum for persons with a disability?
There are no elevation differences at the entrance, 
and most of the Museum’s indoor areas are easy to 
navigate in a wheelchair, for instance. A lift is available 
at the Museum’s entrance that leads up to the balcony 
level for the café, exhibitions and play areas. Carriage 
and locomotive interiors can only be accessed and 
viewed from platforms with stairs, however. A toilet 
for the disabled is found at Track 6. As many of the 
objects on display are very large and may be touched, 
persons with impaired vision will also enjoy visiting the 

Museum. Walking frames, wheelchairs and cane seats 
can be booked at the ticket offi ce. Special guided 
tours can be arranged: please contact the Museum for 
further details.

• What toilet facilities are available at the 
Museum?
Toilets are located at Tracks 2–3 and Tracks 6–7. 
The latter toilet also accommodates the disabled and 
has a baby changing room. 

• What about children at the Museum?
Children – and adults! – are welcome to touch the car-
riages and locomotives on display. In many exhibitions 
it is also possible to enter the carriage/locomotive and 
pretend to be travelling on or driving the train. There 
is plenty of space to move about. There are model 
railways and play areas and computers with games for 
free use. A toilet with baby-changing facilities is located 
near Tracks 6 and 7. Hand carts can be booked.

• Are vintage-train rides offered at the 
Museum?
Yes, please refer to the calendar of activities on page 
2. The train usually departs from Dronning Louises 
Station (see drawing on page 3) several times an hour 
between approximately 11 a.m. and 3.30 p.m. The 
trips are announced over the loudspeaker system 5 
to 10 minutes before each departure. You may take 
as many rides as you like – and they are free. Each trip 
lasts about 10 minutes.
The train is usually made up of two passenger cars: 
one is a carriage for outings in the woods – i.e. semi-
open – which was built for runs in summer on the 
Klampenborg line north of Copenhagen; the other is a 
rystevogn (literally ’shaky carriage’) from 1913, which 
has run on various local railways in Denmark. Both 
carriages have wooden seats and open end-platforms 
where you can stand outside and enjoy the ride. The 
trains are pulled by either a small steam locomotive 
from 1901 or an elegant, teak-clad motor carriage 
from 1927.
